W ho ever heard  of th e  l ig h t  of a  w hole day  being 
supplied  w ith o u t th e  presence o f th e  su n  f  W h a t sub te rfuges do 
th e  difficulties of unbelief leave people to  adopt. T h e  difficulties of 
unbelief are  alw ays g rea te r  th a n  those of fa ith . D r. A dam  C lark  
reg re tted  th a t  he  h ad  com m enced  his com m entary , an d  plizzled. n is"  
b rain  fo r  a  w hole fo rtn ig h t over i t ; b u t  D r . GiU, a  g re a t  p re d e ­
cessor of th e  R ev. Charles Spurgeon, took a*tWS8F5ourse fo r h is i n ­
im itab le  com m entary , and  w ro te ; “ I t  w as a  m ost w onderfu l an d  
surprising phenom ena to  see b i th  lum inaries s ta n d in g  s till in  th e  
m id st of heaven. H o w  th is  is  to  be  reconciled w ith  th e  C o p ern ic u m  
system , or th a t  w ith  th is, I  sha ll n o t enquire .”  Q uite  r ig h t, D r . 
G ill. L u x  h imself, w ould s ta n d  on firm er g ro u n d  if  he follow ed U r. 
G ill, an d  believed Jo sh u a  before th e  astronom ers.

T h u s we have found from  analogy , n a tu re , sc rip tu re and  experience 
th a t  th e re  is  n o t an  atom  of t r u th  in  th e  m easurem ents, distances, 
q uan titips, nor theories of m odem  astronom y, therefore G-od w ill 
a t  la s t ta rn  wise m en backw ard  an d  m ake diviners, w ho are 
m ostly  m ere m aterialists, m ad . “  W h g t l_know  no t, teach  Tftou 
jn e .”  Indeed, there  never w ere an y  argu m en ts  'u rg e d  IffTavour of 
m aterialism , infidelity , or ra tionalism , b u t  bettor w as alw ays p ro ­
duced in  support of tr u lh .  T he s ’ab ility  of Chriss’s tim es w ill be 
th e  abundance of salvation , wisdom , and  know ledge, w ithou t 
decep tion .

P . S . — Inciden ta lly  th is  pam ph le t is com piled th ra u g h  th e  spasm odic 
melee a f te r  the  th ird  lecture a t  th e  A lbert H a l l . A  gen tlem a'i 
friend  called one evening to  see how  the  lec tu rer w as ; and  asked 
fo r sc rip tu re  proofs on th e  sub jec t.
